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2016 Exhibitor General Rules and Regulations

Creative Containers Exhibition 
This Addendum contains information supplemental to the 2016 Exhibitor General Rules and Regulations.

The Creative Containers Exhibition features both an amateur and a professional category.  This competition is open to individuals and organizations.  Creative Containers is defined as any grouping of plants (grown in soil or like substances) in any free-standing unit (container) designed according to a theme (provided).  This does not include hanging baskets or window boxes (these containers are restricted to the "Window Box Exhibition").

E.
Construction Guidelines


1.
Total display area may not exceed sixteen square feet, specifically four feet by four feet

2. There are no height limitations

F.
Materials and Contents


1.
Only living plant material may be used in the garden.  Containers and bases are the only non-plant materials permitted in the exhibit.

2.
There is no limit as to the number of containers utilized.  You are encouraged to use more than one container to depict a garden concept rather than a specimen plant display.

3.
You can provide your own base or set your display directly on the 4’ x 4’ paver base provided.  Loose material used for the base must be contained on sheeting which will ensure that the material is fully removed following the Show.

4.
The use of props and free standing accessories on the ground in front of the exhibit is prohibited.

5.
Plant material must be compatible.  You must indicate whether the container is designed for sun, shade, or partial shade.

G.
Signage and Labeling


1. Each exhibit must be accompanied by a 6 1/2" x 8" white index card, with a typed listing of: 

1) the exhibit location number (issued by the exhibit chairman), 


2) whether the container is designed for sun, shade, or partial shade, etc.


3) the Latin and common names of the plant materials used. 

On the back of the card, please type name of exhibitor.

The card must be laminated.

Judging


1.
Entries will be separated between amateur and professional and judged accordingly.

2.
Criteria and Scoring



The scoring of the designs will be based on a quantitative judging style or point system.  A maximum of 100 points will be awarded.  The point breakdown will be as follows:



Creativity
30 points



Design
30 points



Color
20 points
